They may not
concurrently hold any other scholarship, fellowship, award or allowance without prior approval
from the University.

5. Recipients are required to sit for all examinations, complete the programme within the prescribed
time and conform to regulations, instructions and discipline in force for the respective
programme. In addition, scholars must have good conduct and maintain at least a cumulative
Grade Point Average of 4.2 for the Global Excellence Scholarship, 4.0 for the Social
Impact Scholarship, and 3.8 for the SUSS Scholarship, for continuation of the scholarship

award.

The
decision of the University on the selection of scholarship candidates is final and no appeal
will be entertained.

9. The University reserves the right to withdraw or suspend the scholarship at any time if, in its
opinion, the recipient's conduct and/or academic performance has not been satisfactory.

10. The University reserves the right to amend the above terms and conditions at its sole discretion
without prior notice.
